The Reading 1 Peter 2: 19-25

It is a credit to you if, being aware of God, you endure pain while suffering unjustly. If you endure
when you are beaten for doing wrong, what credit is that? But if you endure when you do right and
suffer for it, you have God's approval. For to this you have been called, because Christ also suffered
for you, leaving you an example, so that you should follow in his steps. “He committed no sin, and no
deceit was found in his mouth.” When he was abused, he did not return abuse; when he suffered, he
did not threaten; but he entrusted himself to the one who judges justly. He himself bore our sins in his
body on the cross, so that, free from sins, we might live for righteousness; by his wounds you have
been healed. For you were going astray like sheep, but now you have returned to the shepherd and
guardian of your souls.

Gospel John 10: 1-10
Celebrant: ~ The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.

Jesus said, “Very truly, I tell you, anyone who does not enter the sheepfold by the gate but climbs in
by another way is a thief and a bandit. The one who enters by the gate is the shepherd of the sheep.
The gatekeeper opens the gate for him, and the sheep hear his voice. He calls his own sheep by name
and leads them out. When he has brought out all his own, he goes ahead of them, and the sheep
follow him because they know his voice. They will not follow a stranger, but they will run from him
because they do not know the voice of strangers.” Jesus used this figure of speech with them, but they
did not understand what he was saying to them. So again Jesus said to them, “Very truly, I tell you, |
am the gate for the sheep. All who came before me are thieves and bandits; but the sheep did not
listen to them. | am the gate. Whoever enters by me will be saved, and will come in and go out and
find pasture. The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy. | came that they may have life, and
have it abundantly.”

Homily Fr. Craig J. Lister
The Baptismal Exhortation

Dearly beloved, Scripture teaches that we were all dead in our sins and trespasses. Our Savior Jesus
Christ said, “Unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God,” and he
commissioned the Church to “make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the Name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.” Therefore we will ask our heavenly Father that these
candidates, being baptized with water, may be filled with the Holy Spirit, born again, and received as
living members of Christ’s holy Church.

The Presentation
The Candidate for Holy Baptism will now be presented.
I present Sarah Rhys Keller to receive the Sacrament of Baptism.

Celebrant: Have you already been baptized?
Candidate: No.

Celebrant: Do you desire to be baptized?
Candidate: | do.

Profession of Faith

Question: Do you renounce the Devil and all the spiritual forces of wickedness that rebel against
God?

Answer: | renounce them.

Question: Do you renounce the empty promises and deadly deceits of this world which corrupt and
destroy the creatures of God?



Answer: | renounce them.
Question: Do you renounce the sinful desires of the flesh that draw you from the love of God?
Answer: | renounce them.

Celebrant: Almighty God deliver you from the powers of darkness and evil, and lead you into the
light and obedience of the kingdom of his Son, Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Question: Do you turn to Jesus Christ and confess him as your Lord and Savior?
Answer: | do.

Question: Do you joyfully receive the Christian Faith, as revealed in the Holy Scriptures of the Old
and New Testaments?

Answer: | do.
Question:  Will you obediently keep God’s holy will and commandments, and walk in them all the
days of your life?

Answer: | will, the Lord being my helper.

The Celebrant then addresses the congregation, first inviting them to stand.

Will you who witness these vows do all in your power to support these persons in their life in Christ?
The Congregation responds

We will.

The Celebrant then says

Let us join with these candidates to proclaim our faith in the words of the ancient baptismal
confession, the Apostles’ Creed.

Celebrant: Do you believe and trust in God the Father?
People: I do.

I believe in God the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth.

Celebrant: Do you believe and trust in Jesus Christ?
People: I do.

I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord. He was conceived by the Holy Spirit and born of the
Virgin Mary. He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried: He descended to
the dead. On the third day he rose again. He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of
the Father. He will come again to judge the living and the dead.

Celebrant: Do you believe and trust in the Holy Spirit?
People: I do.

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of
sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting. Amen.

Prayer for the Candidates
Let us pray.

Almighty and everlasting Father, in your great mercy you saved Noah and his family in the Ark from
the destruction of the flood, prefiguring the sacrament of Holy Baptism. Look mercifully upon this
your servant. Wash and sanctify her through your Holy Spirit, that she may be delivered from
destruction and received into the Ark of Christ’s Church; and being steadfast in faith, joyful through
hope, and rooted in love, she may pass through the turbulent floods of this troublesome world and
come into the land of everlasting life, through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
