% now that you have tasted that the Lord is good. * As you come to him, the living Stone—rejected by
humans but chosen by God and precious to him— ° you also, like living stones, are being built into a
spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus
Christ. 8 For in Scripture it says: “See, I lay a stone in Zion, a chosen and precious cornerstone, and
the one who trusts in him will never be put to shame.” “ Now to you who believe, this stone is
precious. But to those who do not believe, “The stone the builders rejected has become the
cornerstone,” 8and, “A stone that causes people to stumble and a rock that makes them fall.” They
stumble because they disobey the message—which is also what they were destined for. °® But you are
a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s special possession, that you may declare the
praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light.

12v/ery truly | tell you, whoever believes in me will do the works | have been doing, and they will do
even greater things than these, because | am going to the Father. *3 And I will do whatever you ask in
my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. 1 You may ask me for anything in my name,
and I will do it.

Nicene Creed

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when we had sinned
against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent your only Son Jesus Christ
into the world for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt
among us. In obedience to your will, he stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself
once for all, that by his suffering and death we might be saved. By his resurrection he broke the
bonds of death, trampling Hell and Satan under his feet. As our great high priest, he ascended to your
right hand in glory, that we might come with confidence before the throne of grace. On the night that
he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given thanks, he broke it, and
gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my Body, which is given for you: Do this in
remembrance of me.” Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he
gave it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is



shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you drink it, do this in
remembrance of me.” Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:

Christ has died.
Christ is risen.
Christ will come again.

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving,
and we offer you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Word and Holy Spirit to be for your people the
Body and Blood of your Son Jesus Christ. Sanctify us also, that we may worthily receive this holy
Sacrament, and be made one body with him, that he may dwell in us and we in him. In the fullness of
time, put all things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us with all your saints into the joy of
your heavenly kingdom, where we shall see our Lord face to face. All this we ask through your Son
Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is
yours, Almighty Father, now and forever. Amen.
