And 

anyone who says, ‘You fool!’ will be in danger of the fire of hell. 23 “Therefore, if you are offering your gift 

at the altar and there remember that your brother or sister has something against you, 24 leave your gift there 

in front of the altar. First go and be reconciled to them; then come and offer your gift. 25 “Settle matters 

quickly with your adversary who is taking you to court. Do it while you are still together on the way, or your 

adversary may hand you over to the judge, and the judge may hand you over to the officer, and you may be 

thrown into prison.

31 “It has been said, ‘Anyone 

who divorces his wife must give her a certificate of divorce.’ 32 But I tell you that anyone who divorces his 

wife, except for sexual immorality, makes her the victim of adultery, and anyone who marries a divorced 

woman commits adultery. 33 “Again, you have heard that it was said to the people long ago, ‘Do not break 

your oath, but fulfill to the Lord the vows you have made.’ 34 But I tell you, do not swear an oath at all: either
