But Moses said to God, “Who am I that I should go to
Pharaoh and bring the children of Israel out of Egypt?” '? He said, “But I will be with you, and this shall be
the sign for you, that I have sent you: when you have brought the people out of Egypt, you shall serve God
on this mountain.” '* Then Moses said to God, “If I come to the people of Israel and say to them, ‘The God

Now these things happened to them as
an example, but they were written down for our instruction, on whom the end of the ages has come.
