Jesus knew that the hour had come for him to leave this world and 

go to the Father. Having loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end. 2 The evening meal 

was in progress, and the devil had already prompted Judas, the son of Simon Iscariot, to betray Jesus. 3 Jesus 

knew that the Father had put all things under his power, and that he had come from God and was returning 

to God; 4 so he got up from the meal, took off his outer clothing, and wrapped a towel around his waist. 
5 After that, he poured water into a basin and began to wash his disciples’ feet, drying them with the towel 

that was wrapped around him. 6 He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord, are you going to wash my 
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feet?” 7 Jesus replied, “You do not realize now what I am doing, but later you will understand.” 8 “No,” said 

Peter, “you shall never wash my feet.” Jesus answered, “Unless I wash you, you have no part with me.” 
9 “Then, Lord,” Simon Peter replied, “not just my feet but my hands and my head as well!” 10 Jesus 

answered, “Those who have had a bath need only to wash their feet; their whole body is clean. And you are 

clean, though not every one of you.”

Nicene Creed

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when we had sinned against 

you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent your only Son Jesus Christ into the world 

for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt among us. In obedience 

to your will, he stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself once for all, that by his suffering 

and death we might be saved. By his resurrection he broke the bonds of death, trampling Hell and Satan 

under his feet. As our great high priest, he ascended to your right hand in glory, that we might come with 

confidence before the throne of grace. On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; 

and when he had given thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my Body, 

which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.” Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when 

he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New 

Covenant, which is shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you drink it, do this in 

remembrance of me.”
